Towards an'interest-free’ world.
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“Similarities between Charminar Bank and
Heera Group in the Hyderabad Case

Are both targeted by the same usurious individuals?”

Charminar Bank, which had

been a favorite corporate bank among
the Muslim community in Hyderabad
about thirty years ago, was destroyed by
the people in power at that time.”

Expressing these
thoughts, journalist Matiur Rahman
Aziz articulated his views in a
commentary.

Noehira Sheikh, a book that has gained
popularity among numerous libraries
and prominent figures across the
country, stated that if one were to
estimate, it shows a similarity in the
issues concerning Charminar Bank in
Hyderabad and the Heera Group of
Companies. Just as a bank was schemed
against to compete with a new bank and

introduce it on the ground level, the
usurious group conspired against
Charminar Bank, becoming the cause of
its destruction, ultimately ruining the
financial earnings of millions of
Muslim members. Similarly, against the
Heera Group of Companies, the hard-
line and aggressive Member of
Parliament from Hyderabad, Asad
Owaisi, not only incited revolt but also
threatened the employees of the Heera
Group of Companies for several years,
warning them to leave the land of
Hyderabad and move to any other city
in the country where the central office
of the country was located.

The company's CEO
was sent to prison, and efforts were
made to cause maximum distress,
which could have been from the
opposition. In these situations against
the Hira Group, Asad Owaisi's actions
were more assertive and better than
ever. Like in Mumbai, Pune, Bangalore,
Hyderabad, and Maligaon, etc. Member
of Parliament Imtiaz Jaleel from
Aurangabad put an end to it by taking
the support of lies and proving in
Parliament that there was someone
behind the scenes trying to destroy the
Heera Group of Companies.

The purpose behind writing this
news is that today it was published in an
Urdu newspaper in the country that the
promotion of the Heera Group was
backed by scholars, which is entirely
false and a matter of denial.
